Setting Up VLANs



Port VLAN Modes

Trunk
All outgoing traffic is tagged (Native VLAN can be excepted). 
Normally used on ports connected to other switches (uplinks).

Access
All outgoing traffic is untagged.
Normally used on ports connected to devices that are not VLAN 
aware (computers, printers, etc.)

Hybrid
Both tagged and untagged traffic. 
Used on ports that have a mix of VLAN enabled and disabled 
devices.
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Setting up VLANs (CLI)

Switch> enable 

Switch# configure terminal 

Switch(config)# vlan 2
Switch(config-vlan)# exit

Switch(config)# interface range ethernet 1/0/1-10

Switch(config-if-range)# switchport hybrid allowed vlan add untagged 2
Switch(config-if-range)# switchport hybrid allowed vlan remove 1

Switch(config-if-range)# exit

(If you have uplink ports 27-28)

Switch(config)# interface range ethernet 1/0/27-28

Switch(config-if-range)# switchport mode trunk

Switch(config-if-range)# switchport trunk allowed vlan 1,2

Switch(config-if-range)# exit
