This document will detail how to configure full Bridge mode on the DSL-526B.

A full Bridge mode configuration can help with limiting Double NAT (Network Address
Translation) and Firewall connectivity problems through multiple routing devices.

Additionally restricting the number of devices which could require configuring and
troubleshooting involved.
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1. Power on the DSL-526B and connect an Ethernet cable from the LAN Port on the DSL-
5268 to the Ethernet port on your computer or laptop.

2. Open your Internet Browser and in the address bar type in http://192.168.1.1 then press
the Enter key or Go to... button:
