• Make sure that all Firewire and USB cables are connected securely to the DFB-H7 to
ensure proper operation.

• Remember that when connecting USB 1.1 devices to a USB 2.0 hub or host adapter, the
USB 1.1 device will operate at USB 1.1 speed.
