Known Issues 

V1.00.08 When a translation text is longer than the fixed length button, the rear half of text will be 

cut-off. 
V1.00.08 Event Panel can ONLY populate real-time IP camera events (20 records).  System logs 

can be searched in Setup-> Log-> System. 
V1.00.08 Before Video Pane is refreshed by camera image, drag & drop a tag from the Device List 

may result in image retention. 
V1.00.08 The Context Menu is designed for font size 9 and all sorts of layout splits.  If font size is 

modified, the Context Menu position remains the same. 
V1.00.08 Video connection info OSD size is defined by Live View layout splits. 
V1.00.08 When click on a camera in the Device List, the camera name is highlighted, but there is no 

corresponding highlight on the eMap. 
V1.00.08 Left-click on an emap from eMap Panel will flash blue highlight. 
V1.00.08 Item labels cannot be highlighted in different color. 
V1.00.08 When drag an item tag on the emap display panel around and around, image retention may 

occur.

V1.00.08 Drag & drop a NVR or Group View will replace all the display channels with the NVR or 

Group View cameras. 
V1.00.08 Cannot select multiple cameras on Device Panel with Ctrl+left-click. 
V1.00.08 Events dispatched from NVRs will take process time depending on the NVR loading and
