


Adding Additional Covr Points

Plug the new unit into a power socket
nearby your existing Covr Point A.

Use an Ethernet cable to connect the new
unit to port 2 on your existing Covr Point A.

Wait for the COVR LED on the new unit to
light up solid white. When it does, the
device is paired and ready to use.

You can now disconnect and unplug the
new unit and place it anywhere you want to
extend your whole home network to.

If the COVR LED is blinking orange or
white, move the unit closer to Covr Point A
until the LED turns solid white.
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
